I feel that a youth program can follow the same terminology used at the high school level. For example a Reach Block is a Reach Block not a scoop not an outside block.

A Quick Out can not be called Flat at the 3rd grade level then a Shoot at the 8th grade level when it’s a Speed Out in High School.

You would not teach your child to speak English for 2 years then switch to speaking Spanish for 2 years then French for 1 year and finally back to English.

Using the local's high school's playbook to call plays from is not the best way to approach a youth program. Many teams
